DIRECTIONS
TO THE OLD BRIDGE HOTEL

Take signs to the centre of Huntingdon. Get on the inner
ring road and you will see our ivy-covered building. Drive
behind the building (to the right) for access to the car park.
Huntingdon train station is on the WAGN line to London
Kings' Cross (one hour). The hotel is 2 minutes from the
station by taxi, or 15 minutes on foot.

FROM the NORTH

Southbound on the Al, take the A14 /Cambridge/ M11 exit.

After 1 mile Huntingdon is signposted to the left.

FROM the WEST
Huntingdon is clearly signposted from the A14 just after it
crosses the Al.

FROM the SOUTH/the EAST
Huntingdon is clearly signposted from both the northbound
Al and the A14 from Cambridge.

The OId Bridge is reached from Huntingdon’s inner ring
road, immediately after the exit to Godmanchester and
Cambridge.
